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Executive Summary of the Resettlement Plan 
 

A.  Project Description:  
 

1. Uttarakhand Urban Sector Development Investment Program (UUSDIP) is intended to   
support the Government of India (GOI) and the Government of Uttarakhand (GOU) in 
their policy of balanced regional socio-economic development and poverty reduction 
throughout the urban sector in Uttarakhand. This is being achieved through investments 
in the areas of infrastructure and service provision, institutional development and 
capacity building.  

2. The UUSDIP is funded by ADB through Multi-tranche Financing Facility (MFF) and will 
be implemented over the period of 8 years, beginning in 2008. For investment under 
Tranche-II of UUSDIP, a total of seven towns are selected viz: Dehradun, Roorkee, 
Ramnagar, Nainital, Almora, Pithoragarh and Haldwani. The investments under 
Tranche-II in these towns focus on improvements in water supply and sewerage 
infrastructure service provision.  
 

3. The proposed work of sewerage network in Roorkee was initially under one single 
package i.e. WWM01RK. Due to non-responsiveness of bidders, it was discussed and 
decided during various meetings in UUSDIP as well as in the administration to explore 
the possibility of having better participation of bidders. It was decided that the 
Construction Package WWM01RK be split further into four contract packages 
WWM01RK, WWM02RK, WWM03RK & WWW04RK.  

 

4. The sub-project comprises of Sewerage Collection System and Sewage Treatment plant 
(STP) of capacity 33 MLD for Roorkee. The total length of Sewerage Collection System 
lines under this subproject, which is almost half of the area in Roorkee, is around 96 km.  
 

5. This is an updated version of Resettlement Plan (RP) May, 2011 for Sewerage 
Collection System and Sewage Treatment Plant, Roorkee under the Investment 
�3�U�R�J�U�D�P�¶�V���7�U�D�Q�F�K�H���,�,�� which was approved by ADB for Contract Package WMM01RK.  

 

6. Updation of Resettlement Plan has been necessitated due to change of STP site from 
Sati Mohalla which is adjacent to Sonali River to the village Saliyar/ Ibrahimpur and is 
called sewage farm.  

 

7. The impact has been reassessed further after splitting of the packages under 
WWM01RK, WWM02RK, WWM03RK & WWW04RK. In the RP which was prepared in 
May 2011 the total impact shown was 64 DPs and in updated RP the impact is 124 DPs.   

 

8. The new STP land belongs to Roorkee Municipal Corporation. This change in STP 
location has increased the length of rising main along NH-73 from 1200 km to 3800 km. 
i.e 2400 meter. Out of 3800 meter rising main length, 2800 meter along the NH-73, 
1200 meter from Rampur Chungi to Mahigram SPS & 600 meter for connecting road 
from NH-73 to STP.   

 

9. Increase in Impact (64 DPs to 124 DPs) has arisen due to increasing in length of rising 
main from Mahigram SPS to STP i.e. 2400 meter. 

  

10. In RP May 2011 the total impact was 64 DPs and in updated RP impact is 124 DPs. 
Most of DPs has been left out in updated RP, due to reduce in length of rising main and 
also approach road from 1200 meter to 600 meter (approx. half of the earlier proposal) 
& also deleted one SPS of 7.5 mld at STP site from the proposal. (Copy of comparative 
layout plan of Old & New Alignment of STP Roorkee is attached as Appendix1 )  
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B. Scope of Land Acquisition & Impacts:  
 

11. The Project has its objectives of avoiding involuntary resettlement wherever possible, 
by means of adopting an appropriate technical design, which leads to minimization of 
the resettlement impact. However to avoid any disturbance to daily business activities. 
 

12. It is proposed that work should be executed during early hours of day in order to avoid 
inconvenience to public as well as traders and vendors. Even after there will be 124 
DPs will be affected temporarily during the construction. The roads belong to Roorkee 
Nagar Palika Parishad and PWD and these 124 DPs will be affected on a temporary 
basis during the laying of pipeline and, the same road will be put into use after laying of 
the pipe line. If their livelihood is affected, they will be compensated properly as per the 
entitlement matrix attached in the report.  
 

13. Livelihood loss has been determined on the basis of disruption of livelihood period @ 
Rs 329/- as per DSR-2014 and in consultation with the DPs. The restoration support to 
24 vulnerable scheduled caste households calculated on lump-sum basis. 

 
C. Socio Economic Impact:  
 

14. The movable roadside vendors are temporarily affected due to impact on access for 
commercial activity and identified that the affected people are mainly running small 
shops and kiosks (Table 2). A majority of the affected vendors have tea stall or small 
eatery shops (37.5%) while among the remaining are: fruit vendors (25%), selling of 
variety items (12.5%), Barbers (1.56%), pan shops (12.5%) and cobblers (4.69%). Out 
of total 124 DPs, 24 DPs belongs to vulnerable category. 
 

D. Information Disclosure, Consultation and Participation: 
 

15. Public consultation and information disclosure is been carried out as an integral part of 
the UUSDIP since the beginning. This also includes briefing on safeguard issues and 
requirements. The updated RP for Roorkee Sewarage System Sub-project has been 
prepared in consultation with the primary and secondary stakeholders employing 
various methods (meetings, focus group discussions, census survey-individual 
interviews through structured questionnaires etc. 
 

16. The concerns raised by the affected people/residents are noted and adequately 
addressed while formulating mitigation measures and preparation of RP. Further, DPs 
will continuously be informed about the project progress and benefits extended to 
them. The RP will be translated into Hindi and will be made available to the affected 
persons by the implementing agency IPIPU/IPMU/NGO. Copies of the RP will be made 
available at the local level public offices. The final RP will be disclosed on the ADB and 
UUSDIP websites. 

 

 
E. Grievance Redressal: 
 

17. A Grievance Redressal Committee has been formulated under UUSDIP for RP 
implementation to ensure that grievances are addressed in a timely manner, facilitating 
timely project implementation. Grievances of DPs will first be brought to the attention of 
the Environment and Social Management Cell (ESMC). Grievances not redressed by 
the implementation agency NGO will be brought to the Town Level Committees (TLC) 
set up to monitor project implementation in each town.  
 

The TLC, acting as a grievance redress committee (GRC) is chaired by the Mayors or 
Chairpersons with representatives of ward members, the District Magistrate, 
Commissioner, Uttarakhand Peya Jal Nigam (UPJN), Uttarakhand Jal Sansthan (UJS), 
Public Works Department (PWD), business, and civil society. As a GRC, the TLC will 
meet every month (if grievances are brought to the Committee), determine the merit of 
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each grievance, and resolve grievances within a month of receiving the complaint. If 
grievances are not addressed by the TLC, further grievances will be referred by DPs to 
the appropriate courts of law. 
 

F. Policy Framework and Entitlements: 
 

18. The policy framework and entitlements for the Investment Program are based on 
national laws: The Land Acquisition Act, 1894 (LAA, amended in 1984) repealed & 
replaced by "The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, 
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act 2013" of the Govt of India, �$�'�%�¶�V�� �6�D�I�H�J�X�D�U�G�V��
Policy Statement (SPS) 2009, and the agreed Resettlement Framework (RF) for the 
UUSDIP. 

 
G. Compensation and Income Restoration : 
 
 

19. All DPs will be entitled to resettlement benefits as per the RP. These will broadly 
include: (i) Cash Compensation for the lost income or a transitional allowance for the 
period of disruption whichever is greater during the disruption period; (ii) Additional 
assistance to vulnerable DPs; (iii) Advance notice regarding construction activities, 
including duration and type of disruption; and (iv) Restoration of affected roads back to 
original position. 
 

20. Date of census survey (April, 2015) will be considered as cut-off-date for extending 
compensation to the identified DPs. The compensation for the temporary loss of 
income/livelihood has been determined on the basis of disruption of livelihood period @ 
Rs 329 as per DSR-2014 and secondly in consultation with the DPs. The restoration 
support to 24 vulnerable scheduled caste households calculated on lump-sum basis. 
 

21. Vulnerable DPs identified through census surveys will be given priority in project 
construction employment and provided with additional onetime special assistance for 
income restoration of Rs. 2,000. DPs will be provided 30 days advance notice to 
ensure no or minimal disruption in livelihood. If required, they will also be assisted to 
temporarily shift for continued economic activity. 

 

H. Resettlement Budget:  
 

22. The total estimated cost for resettlement operation and management for the Project is 
Rs. 11,31,508.00 (US$ 171441) (Rupees Eleven Lacs Thirty One thousand Five 
Hundred and Eight only).  
 

23. The payment to all DPs will be made through issuance of bank cheque at door step.  
 

I. Implementation Arrangements : 
 

24. The Urban Development Department (UDD) is the Executing Agency (EA) of the 
UUSIDIP. The EA has already set up a state-level Investment Program Management 
Unit (IPMU). A Central Investment Program Implementation Unit (IPIU) has been set 
up as Implementing Agency (IA) which has further set up the sub-IPIUs to manage 
implementation of sub-projects in each town.  
 

25. At present the IPMU is being assisted by two DSCs which is providing support to 
assure the technical quality of design and construction, and provide advice on policy 
reforms. Two DSCs have been established for two regions, one for Garhwal & another 
for Kumaon.  
 

26. The Environment & Social Management Cell (ESMC) is assisted by the Social 
Development Expert cum Resettlement Specialist of the IPMU to ensure timely and 
effective implementation of RPs and to provide internal monitoring support.

ESMC and will be responsible for updating existing RPs, preparing new RPs for future 
sub-projects, and support monitoring of RP implementation and grievance redress. The 
EA and IPMU are implementing RPs through NGO. 

 

J. Implementation Schedule: 
 

28. All the compensation and assistance will be completed prior to the start of the civil work 
at each specific alignment. The implementation process will broadly cover (i) 
identification of cut-off date and notification; (ii) verification of DPs and distribution of 
identity cards; (iii) consultations with DPs to address their needs, and priorities; and (iv) 
payment of compensate, grievance redressal (if any) of the DPs.  
 

K. Monitoring, Evaluation and Reporting 
 

29. Internal monitoring of Implementation of RP by NGO will be the responsibility of the 
ESMC and IPIU. The implementing NGO will report its activity to IPIU on a monthly 
basis and the IPIU will send it to DSC for review and then DSC will forward to IPMU. 
IPMU will send it to ADB on a quarterly basis.  
 

30. To review the field report of NGO, DSC should help IPIU & IPMU. The DSC will assist 
the IPMU in the preparation of the quarterly progress report for ADB.  DSC will monitor 
and verify RP implementation to determine whether resettlement goals have been 
achieved, livelihood and living standards have been restored, and provide 
recommendations for improvement.  
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I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 

A. BACKGROUND:  
 

1. Uttarakhand Urban Sector Development Investment Program (UUSDIP) is intended to optimize 
social and economic development and poverty reduction throughout the urban sector in 
Uttarakhand. This will be achieved through investments in urban infrastructure (water supply; 
sewerage and sanitation; solid waste management; urban transport and roads). UUSDIP will also 
provide policy reforms to strengthen policy reforms, management, and support for urban 
infrastructure and services. The Investment Program will support the Government of India (GOI) 
and the Government of Uttarakhand (GOU) in their policy of balanced regional socio-economic 
development and poverty reduction through improvements in urban governance, management, 
and infrastructure and service provision in 31 towns in Uttarakhand.2  

2. The Investment Program will support: (i) water supply; (ii) sewerage and sewage treatment; (iii) 
municipal solid waste management; (iv) urban roads and traffic management; (v) slum upgrading 
and poverty reduction; and (vi) planning and design, institutional and policy development, capacity 
building, and awareness generation. The UUSDIP is funded by ADB through Multi-tranche 
Financing Facility (MFF). This Program will be implemented over a period of 08 years, beginning 
in 2008. The Executing Agency (EA) is the Urban Development Department (UDD) of 
Government of Uttarakhand (GoU), which has set up a state-level urban sector Project 
Management Unit (PMU) and Program Implementation Units to execute the UUSDIP. 

3. The municipality of Roorkee was created in 1868, when it was already home to the Bengal 
Sappers and Miners since 1853, and two artillery units were stationed here. Today, the Roorkee 
Cantonment has a large army base with headquarters for Bengal Engineering Group and Centre 
(BEG&C), also known as Bengal Sappers, established in 1803. Later in 1901, when the city had a 
population of 17,197, it was made headquarters of the Roorkee Tehsil, in Saharanpur district of 
the United Province of the British Raj; the tehsil included in it 426 villages (of the parganas of 
Jwalapur, Manglaur and Bhagwanpur) and six towns, most important among them being Haridwar 
and Manglaur. The Old Cemetery in the city is today a protected monument, by Archaeological 
Survey of India. Before the creation of Uttarakhand on November 9, 2000, Roorkee was a part of 
the state of Uttar Pradesh. 

4. Roorkee being one of the major towns of the project is selected to take-up the project activities in 
this subproject schedule. The first Sewerage scheme for Roorkee was prepared in 1963- 64, for a 
design population of 60000 for the year 1991, excluding IIT Roorkee, CBRI and Cantonment area. 
The scheme comprised of laying of RCC NP2 pipes from 150 mm to 525 mm diameter for a 
length of about 22 km, along with two pumping stations, rising main and a sewage farm (150 
acre) near Ibrahimpur village. The Second sewerage scheme was prepared in 1983-84. Hence 
the existing sewerage system of the Roorkee city is more than 30 years old and has outlived its 
life.

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5. Presently the city has 43 Km length of sewerage collection system comprising RCC Hume pipes 
of 150 mm to 525 mm diameter, and about 3000 manholes and two sewage pumping stations, 
which covers only 25% of city area which is mainly the central/core portion of the city. Presently 
sewerage system of the city does not have any scientific sewage treatment facility and sewage is 
mostly discharged into the open surface drains running with in the city. 

6. Detailed assessment and condition of existing sewerage system was carried out, the findings are 
as: 
�ƒ Only 25% of the city area is covered under sewerage collection system and that too has 

outlived its life as most of the sewer collection lines are about 30 years old. 
�ƒ Houses of 75% of the city area are provided with own septic tanks and soak pits. The out let 

of majority of these septic tanks are connected to the open drains with in city area. 
�ƒ No scientific sewage treatment plant exists. 
�ƒ Existing pumping stations are in dilapidated conditions and pumping machineries are old and 

require frequent repairs.  
�ƒ Sewer mixing with water supply is common in some areas. 
 

 

7. In general there is presently no hygienic system for domestic excreta collection, treatment or 
disposal in the city. In old Roorkee, the un-treated sewage and sludge is discharged into storm 
water drains causing a grave risk to health of sanitation workers and the citizens alike. Newer 
houses in relatively more planned and organized colonies have septic tanks but most lack soak 
ways and the partially treated effluent is usually discharged into open road drains which flow into 
the natural drainage channels that pass through the city. Hence improvement of sewerage 
collection system along with a scientific treatment plant is the immediate need of the day 

8. The town is divided into two main drainage parts: Eastern part of Ganga canal named as Zone- A 
(Excluding IIT, CBRI and cantonment area) and Western part of Ganga canal named as Zone- B.  
Zone- B is further divided into 7 sub zones namely sub zone 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 based on 
topography, land use pattern and waste water collection system of the town. The Roorkee 
Sewerage System Sub-Project has been divided into three Sub Packages (i) WWM01RK -which 
covers Ramnagar area, Krishna nagar, Awas Vikas, Maqtool Puri, Mathura Vihar, Prem Nagar 
and adjoining areas  (Zone 2 &3) and (ii) WWM02RK-includes  construction of a Sewage 
Treatment Plant (STP) 33 MLD and Sewage Pumping Station at two locations Ganeshpur and 
Mahigran (iii) WWM03RK Sewerage Networks in Ganeshpur (Zone 04)  and (iv) WWW04RK 
Sewer Network including replacement of existing sewers in Amber Talab, Purani Tehsil, Matawala 
Bagh, Anaaj Mandi, Purvi Deendayal, Old Railway Road Chaw Mandi, Sainik Coloney etc. (part of 
Zone2)   . 

9. The proposed work of sewerage network in Roorkee was initially under one single package i.e 
WWM01RK. Due to non-responsiveness of quality bidders, it was discussed during various 
meetings in UUSDIP to explore the possibility of better participation of bidders.  

10. As per the meeting of Executive Committee held on 11.10.2014, the decision was taken to split 
the waste water management sub project WWM01RK, into two subprojects i.e WWM01RK & 
WWM03RK, based on sewered & un-sewered area. ADB has  suggested vide email-dated 
19.12.2014 to stagger the bidding period for the two packages with invitation of bids for the 
replacement/rehabilitation works first & later laying of new sewer lines accordingly the estimates 
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have been revised. It was decided by UUSDIP and the consent was given by ADB to split the 
Construction Package WWM01RK into four contract packages WWM01RK, WWM02RK, 
WWM03RK & WWW04RK. for Construction of Sewage Treatment Plant (STP), Sewage Pumping 
Station (SPS) and Sewerage Collection System lines under this subproject, which is almost half of

11. The sub-project comprises of Sewerage Collection System and Sewage Treatment plant (STP) of 
capacity 33 MLD for Roorkee. The total length of Sewerage Collection System lines under this 
subproject, which is almost half of the area in Roorkee around 96 km. 

B. Need for Updating of Resettlement Plan: 
 

12. Updation of Resettlement Plan has been necessitated due to change of STP site from Sati 
Mohalla which is adjacent to Sonali River to the village Saliyar/ Ibrahimpur and is called sewage 
farm/land fill site. 

13. This is an updated version of Resettlement Plan (RP) prepared in May, 2011 for Sewerage

14. Due to change in scope of work, for the subproject WWM01RK & non-responsiveness of quality 
bidders the decision was taken by the executive committee to split the sub project into four 
contract packages WWM01RK, WWM02RK, WWM03RK & WWW04RK for Construction of 
Sewage Treatment Plant (STP), Sewage Pumping Station (SPS) and Sewerage Collection 
System lines under this subproject, which is almost half of the area in Roorkee around 96 km.

15. The impact has been reassessed further after splitting of the packages under WWM01RK, 
WWWM02RK, and WWM03RK & WWW04RK. In the RP which was prepared in May 2011 the 
total impact assessed was on 64 DPs. The impact assessed was temporary in nature, primarily 
affecting livelihoods of the roadside vendors and in the updated RP impact is on 124 roadside 
vendors DPs which is temporary in nature.  

16.  In updated RP the impact on 124 roadside vendors, due to Supplying, Laying, testing and 
commissioning of sewer network under subprojects WWM01RK, WWM03RK &WWM04RK. 

17. For construction of STP under subproject WWM02RK, 3 Hectare of government land has been 
transferred by Uttarakhand Govt. for construction of STP in Village Saliyar/ Ibrahimpur. This 
Land belongs to Roorkee Municipal Corporation. Sub-project component under WWM02RK 
works has been confined within the existing facilities. Adequate encumbrance free land and 
space is available for construction, renovation and expansion activities. 

18. Increase in impact has arisen due to change in scope of work and increase in the length of 
rising main along NH-73 from 1.2 km to 3.8 km.  In the RP prepared in May 2011 the total 
impact assessed was on 64 DPs. In revised RP the impact has been assessed and found 
temporary impact on 124 mobile vendor primarily affecting livelihoods of the roadside vendors. 
Table 1  shows the comparative statement of DPs as per RP May 2011 & updated RP.

20. Scope of work WWM02RK:  Covers the Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) of 33 MLD capacity for 
the design year 2028 at Saliyar Ibrahimpur village including Sewage Pumping Stations (SPS) 
along the rising main at Ganeshpur, Mahigram & Khanjanpur, approach road to STP & Gravity 
Sewer Line from BSM Chowk to Mahigram SPS. The population to be benefited 233380.  

21. Scope of work WWM03RK:  Covers the Sewage Networks Ganeshpur (Zone-4) of Roorkee. 
Under procurement price bid opened on 15.03.2016, work awarded & LoA issued on 
29.03.2016. The population to be benefited 60000.  

22. Scope of work WWM04RK:  Covers the Sewage Networks including replacement of existing 
sewers in Amber Talab, Purani Tehsil, Matwala Bagh, Annaj Mandi, Purvi Deen Dayal, Old 
Railway Road, Chaw Mandi & Sainik Coloney of Roorkee. The population to be benefited 
43000. 

 II. SCOPE OF LAND ACQUISITION AND RESETTLEMENT  

A.  Involuntary Resettlement Impacts 
 
23. The revised Resettlement Plan has been prepared based on change in scope of work on 

detailed design and estimates. The aim of updating this resettlement plan is to mitigate all 
unavoidable negative social and resettlement impacts arisen due to supplying, laying testing & 
commissioning of sewer network by provision of restoring their living standard and livelihood. 

24. The Resettlement Plan has been prepared on the basis of survey findings and consultation with 
different stakeholders and complies with National Laws and ADB's Safeguard Policy Statement 
2009 (SPS-2009) to protect the rights of the affected persons and communities. 

25. A census questionnaire was prepared to collect the detailed information on the  socio economic 
status including impact on land & assets (Appendix 3 )  

26. A detailed census was carried out in the month of April 2015 to identify an inventory of social and 
economic impacts, loss of land & assets, perception about the project including Community 
Property Resources This section deals with the findings of census survey and the involuntary 
resettlement impacts on the project 
 

B.      Scope of Land Acquisition and Resettlement  
 

27. There are no requirements for permanent land acquisition for sewerage collection system; 
however 3 Hectare of land has been transferred by Uttarakhand Govt.  for construction of STP in 
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Village Saliar/ Ibrahimpur (Government Order has been issued to transfer the land to the 
concerning department is enclosed with the document (Appendix 5 and Appendix 6) . The 
Investment Program has minimized resettlement impacts by prioritizing rehabilitation and

Government land where feasible. 

28. Sewerage Collection System of Roorkee, procuring, laying, jointing and commissioning of pipe 
networks will be undertaken within road rights of way (ROWs). The proposed pipeline length of 
96 Km comprises of various diameters from 200 to 1000 mm. As per the proposed work new 
pipeline will be laid with minimum 0.9m from the crown of the proposed pipeline. Map of Roorkee 
Sewerage Collection System is presented in APPENDIX 1.  

29. Advance information regarding the upcoming construction activities will be provided to ensure no 
or minimum disruption in the livelihood of DPs. If, and when required they will be assisted for 
temporary shifting for the continued economic and livelihood activities. For example, the affected 
DPs will be assisted to shift to the other side of the road, where there is no construction activity. 
Ensuing there is no income or access loss during subproject construction which is the 
responsibility of the contractor. 

30. For supplying, laying, testing and commissioning of sewer network, the access of 124 mobile 
vendors will be affected leading to a disruption of their economic activity and subsequent loss of 
income. Details of resettlement impact are mentioned in table 2  as  below:

31. The movable roadside vendors are temporarily affected due to impact on access for commercial 
activity and it is identified that the affected people are mainly running small shops and kiosks 
(Table 3). A majority of the affected vendors have tea stall or small eatery shops (37.5%) while 
among the remaining are: fruit vendors (25%), selling of variety items (12.5%), Barbers (1.56%), 
pan shops (12.5%) and cobblers (4.69%). Out of total 124 DPs, 24 DPs belongs to vulnerable 
category. The survey identified no ST DPs and there is no impact on Indigenous People (IPs)3 
and the detail of temporary impact on commercial activity due to access loss is given in Table 3 .

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III. SOCIO ECONOMIC PROFILE OF AFFECTED PERSONS 
 

32. As per census survey, these sections include details on educational attainment, Income 
level, Occupational status, Religion, Age, vulnerability status of DPs. 

A. Socio-economic Information/Profile of the project: 
 

33. Census survey indicates that there is no permanent or temporary land acquisition or 
resettlement impact for any of the sub-project component expect for laying of new 
distribution lines in selected 2 zones. Census survey identified a total 124 (movable) 
vendors that will be temporarily affected during the laying of new sewer lines and related 
construction activities. Currently, these have encroached on the existing RoW of the 
roads. In a majority of the cases these vendors have occupied one side of the road and 
can be provided assistance to shift to another side to minimize disturbance to their daily 
business activities. The consultations with DPs have revealed that they are willing to 
shift to such alternate sides/sites to continue their economic activities.  

34. As per ADB's Safeguard Policy Statement (2009), & government policy, vulnerable DPs 
includes SC/STs, women headed household, handicapped, below poverty line etc. will 
be provided additional assistance Rs. 2000/=�D�V���S�H�U���8�8�6�'�,�3�¶�V���5�)�� The summary of land 
acquisition and resettlement impacts are given in Table 4 .

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IV. INFORMATION DISCLOSURE, CONSULTATION AND PARTICIPATI ON  

A.    Information Disclosure, Consultation and Participation 
 
42. In order to maintain transparency,  sensitize DPs for project benefits, and address the 

issues pertaining to resettlement following are the objectives of public consultations & 
Focus Group discussions -: 

�x establish rapport between the project affected persons and other stakeholders 
for the success of the project;  

�x build an environment where people understand and appreciate the need and 
importance of the project;  

�x learn from the people about the issues in terms of the regional linkages, safety, 
and other social dimensions of the region/ area that need to be considered while 
execution of the project;  

�x facilitate the partnership and ownership of the community through their 
involvement in the decision making process; and  

�x Understand and incorporate the views of the people in the execution process in 
order to minimize the future resistance and delays. 

�x Recording/registering the grievance for redressal by the competent 
authority/stakeholders. 

 
43. Public consultation and information disclosure has been carried out as an integral part 

of the UUSDIP since the beginning. This also included briefing on safeguard issues and 
requirements. 

44. The RP for Roorkee Sewerage Collection System Sub-project was prepared in 
consultation with the primary and secondary stakeholders5 employing various methods 
(meetings, focus group discussions, census survey-individual interviews through 
structured questionnaires etc.). Public consultation has also been conducted in 
February to March 2015 involving all major stakeholders to brief on proposed Sub-
project components and to understand the local issues and public views regarding the 
possible impact of the Sub-project (Appendix 2) .   

 

45. During consultations it was found that people were aware about the proposed 
investments and welcomed the project as it was benefiting to them. However few 
concerned raised were: (i) Construction activities should be scheduled properly so as 
not to disturb residents/affected people for a longer duration; (ii) Few movable vendors 
indicated that they are very poor and disturbance to their economic activity needs to be 
adequately compensated; and (iii) affected people were ready to shift to other side of  
the road/location,  however were not very sure if they can earn similar income and 
hence indicated a need for proper compensation.  

 

46. Based on the concerns raised by affected persons during consultations have been 
incorporated in the RP including: (i) compensation for temporary loss of livelihood and 
other entitlements as per UUSDIP RF; (ii) prior information on schedule of construction 
activities; (iii) scheduling of construction activities during early morning or less rush 
hours to minimize the impacts; (iii) if required, shifting of movable vendors to  other side 
of roads or to suitable sites in the vicinity so that they can continue with their economic 
activities etc.

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47. Further to these consultations, DPs will be continuously informed about the project 
progress and benefits extended to them. A summary of Roorkee Waste Water 
Collection Sub-Project  revised  RP (in local language-Hindi) will be made available for 
reference at Roorkee Nagar Palika/ward offices, IPIU and IPMU offices.

Informal consultations at the sample Sub-project sites, involving the community 
and NGOs, were conducted in February & March 2015, to understand needs and 
preferences for basic infrastructure facilities, and discuss social and environmental 
issues in order to reflect these in program design and to avoid/minimize land acquisition 
and resettlement.  During public consultation & Focus Group Discussion Findings, 
Issues, Participant's opinion, comments and suggestion are given in separately in 
Appendix 2 . And the detail of public consultations and information disclosure meetings 
are given in Table 11.

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 V.  GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL MECHANISM 

Grievance Redress Mechanism 
 

49. Objectives  of the efficient grievance redressal mechanism in the project, is to assist 
DPs in resolving their queries and complaints to provide a trusted way to voice and 
resolve concern linked to the project benefits & escalate resulting in delays in project 
implementation.  

50. A Grievance Redressal mechanism has been formulated under UUSDIP for RP 
implementation to ensure that grievances are addressed in a timely manner, facilitating 
timely project implementation. Grievances of DPs will first be brought to the attention of 
the implementing NGO or the SCDO-IPIU/ESMC-IPMU. Grievances not redressed by 
the NGO/SDCO will be brought to the Town Level Committees (TLC) set up to monitor 
project implementation in each town.  

51. For redressal of grievances provisions have been made at PIU Dehradun & PIU 
Roorkee to record and redress public grievances.  The process so designed has the 
following 2 modes for recording the grievances; 
 

�x A separate corner has been created under the existing website www.uusdip.org. 
�x A toll free number (18001804159) has been procured under UUSDIP for 

registering grievances. 
52. The TLC will act as a grievance redress committee (GRC). The GRC will be chaired by 

the Mayor or Chairpersons with representatives of ward members, the District 
Magistrate, Commissioner, Special Area Development Authority, Uttarakhand Peya Jal 
Nigam (UPJN), Uttarakhand Jal Sansthan (UJS), Public Works Department (PWD), 
business, and civil society. As a GRC, the TLC will meet every month (if grievances are 
brought to the Committee), determine the merit of each grievance, and resolve 
grievances within a month of receiving the complaint by the General Body. The General 
Body consists of the Chief Secretary as its chairman and the secretaries of the relevant 
GoU departments and representatives of ULBs and NGOs as its member. DPs are free 
to approach the court of law at anytime on their own will and expenses. Records will be 
kept of all grievances received including: contact details of complainant, date of the 
complaint received, nature of grievance, agreed corrective actions and the date of these 
were effected, and final outcome.

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VI.  POLICY FRAMEWORK AND ENTITLEMENT  
 
53. The policy framework and entitlements for the Investment Program are based on 

national laws "The Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,

54. Based on these, the core involuntary resettlement principles applicable are: (i) land 
acquisition, and other involuntary resettlement impacts will be avoided or minimized 
exploring all viable alternative subproject designs; (ii) where unavoidable, time-bound 
Resettlement Plans will be prepared and displaced persons will be assisted in improving 
or at least regaining their pre-program standard of living; (iii) consultation with displaced 
persons on compensation, disclosure of resettlement information to displaced persons, 
and participation of affected persons in planning and implementing subprojects will be 
ensured; (iv) vulnerable groups will be provided special assistance; (v) payment of 
compensation to displaced persons including non-titled persons (e.g., informal 
Fdwellers/squatters, and encroachers) for acquired assets at replacement rates; (vi) 
payment of compensation and resettlement assistance prior to the contractor taking 
physical acquisition of the land and prior to the commencement of any construction 
activities; (vii) provision of income restoration and rehabilitation; and (viii) establishment 
of appropriate grievance redress mechanisms.

 Entitlement Matrix: 
 
55. The broad entitlement of compensation and assistance will include compensation for 

loss of land & assets, loss of income and assistance for vulnerable groups. Loss of 
Income will be compensated and no structure and property will be demolished or 
acquired for any project related construction activity, until compensation and R&R 
assistance is made available to the affected person in accordance with this policy. The 
compensation and assistance will be based on National law and ADB's policies and the 
provisions of the ADB's SPS, 2009 will prevail in case of any discrepancy.   

56. Policy framework and entitlements are further discussed in the RF. The entitlement 
matrix for the proposed Sub-project based on the above policies and identified impacts 
through census surveys/consultation is given in .

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VII. COMPENSATION AND INCOME RESTORATION 

A.  Eligibility & Entitlements: 

 

57. As per Resettlement Framework of UUSDIP, regarding eligibility of compensation, all the DPs 
will be provided compensation. If construction activities lead to unavoidable livelihood 
disruption, compensation for lost income or a transitional allowance for the period of disruption 
whichever is greater will be provided. All DPs will be entitled to resettlement benefits as given in 
the Chapter VI of this RP. These will be (i) Cash Compensation for the lost income or a 
transitional allowance for the period of disruption whichever is greater during the disruption 
period (ii) Advance notice regarding construction activities, including duration and type of 
disruption and (iii) Restoration of affected roads back to original position.  

 

58. In RP May 2011 the total impact was 64 DPs and in updated RP impact is 124 DPs. Date of 
census survey (April 2015) will be considered as cut-off-date for extending compensation to the 
identified DPs. The census survey in April 2015 has identified 124 movable vendors who will 
lose income/ livelihood for temporary period due to laying of distribution lines. During re-
verification of the 64 DPs as per the RP May 2011 07 DPs are such who were found impacted 
in earlier RP (May 2011) and are also assessed to be impacted in the updated RP on account of 
project, due to reduce in length of rising main and also approach road from 1200 meter to 600 
meter (approx. half of the earlier proposal) & also deleted one SPS of 7.5 mld at STP site from 
the proposal. (Copy of comparative layout plan of Old & New Alignment of STP Roorkee is 
attached as (APPENDIX 1)  

 

59. Since the DPs are earning their livelihood from varied activities and their income is not 
consistent throughout the year, a government specified daily wage rate (Rs. 329/- as per DSR-
2014 for Garhwal Region) will be considered for compensating loss of income/ livelihood. 
Vulnerable DPs identified through census surveys will be given priority in project construction 
employment and provided with additional onetime special assistance for income restoration of 
Rs. 2,000. Compensation and assistance to DPs will be made prior to prior to the award of civil 
works contracts. 

 

60. DPs will be provided 30 days advance notice to ensure no or minimal disruption in livelihood. If 
required, they will also be assisted to temporarily shift for continued economic activity. For 
example they will be assisted to shift to the other side of the road where there is no 
construction. Ensuring there is no income or access loss during sub-project construction is the 
responsibility of contractors. Consistent with the initial environmental examination, contractors 
will ensure: leaving spaces for access between mounds of soil, providing walkways and metal 
sheets to maintain access across trenches for people and vehicles where required, increased 
workforces to finish work in areas with impacts on access, timing of works to reduce disruption 
during business hours, phased construction schedule and working one segment at a time and 
one side of the road at a time. 
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VIII. RESETTLEMENT BUDGET AND FINANCING PLAN 

A.        Resettlement Budget  
 

61. The budget for this subproject is based on data and information collected during census surveys 
conducted between march-April, 2015 and unit rate worked out through Market and Basic 
Schedule of Rates (BSR), 2014. 

62. For compliance with the agreed Resettlement Framework, Valuation Committee has been 
formed for determining the compensation and R&R assistance to the entitled DPs based on   
category of loss, type of loss & quantum of loss at town PIU level.. 

63. Joint Verification & Valuation committee, PIU Roorkee, meeting was held on dated 15.09.2015 
for verification of category wise impact & valuation of compensation for the loss of livelihood & 
budget for updation of RP WWM01RK, WWM02RK, WWM03RK, WWM04RK, . Members of the 
Valuation committee are as under:

64. The compensation for the temporary loss of income/livelihood is fixed based on the information 
collected from the Directorate of Labour Commission; Government of Uttarakhand to hire a 
labour from the direct market. Currently, this rate is Rs. 329/labour/day as per BSR-2014. The 
same has been discussed with DPs during surveys/consultations and has been agreed by the 
DPs.  The additional support to vulnerable DPs will be given on lump sum basis as one time 
assistance. This is fixed at Rs. 2,000. The payment to all DPs will be made through issuance of 
bank cheque. 

65. As per  Resettlement Framework, RP budget has been estimated including compensation and 
R&R assistance at Rs 11,31,508/=. This budget is based on estimates and the final cost derived 
by the valuation committee PIU Roorkee. A detailed budget estimate is given in Table 13

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IX. INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENT 

A.  KEY INSTUTION INVOLVED: 
 

66. The Urban Development Department (UDD) is the Executing Agency (EA) of the Investment 
Program. The EA has already set up a state-level Investment Program Management Unit 
(IPMU). The Implementing Agencies (IAs) has also set up state-level Investment Program 
Implementation Units known as IPIU to manage implementation of sub-projects in their districts. 
The IPMU is being assisted by Design and Supervision Consultants (DSCs), who are designing 
the infrastructure, managing tendering of Contractors and supervising the construction process. 
Construction Contractors (CC) has been appointed to build elements of the infrastructure. The 
CCs are being managed by the IPIUs, and construction is being supervised by the DSCs. 
 

67. An Environmental and Social Management Centre (ESMC) has been set up within the IPMU to 
address environmental and social issues of the Investment Program staffed by an

B. Implementation Schedule  
 

68. All the compensation and assistance will be completed prior to the start of the civil work at each 
specific alignment. The implementation process will broadly cover (i) identification of cut-off date 
and notification; (ii) verification of DPs and distribution of identity cards; (iii) consultations with 
DPs to address their needs, and priorities; and (iv) payment of compensate, grievance redressal 
(if any) of the DPs. Since, the Sub-project is mainly affected movable vendors; NGO/IPMU 
should issue identity cards to all DPs, at the earliest possible time to ensure that opportunistic 
squatters and encroachers are not encouraged. The tentative schedule for RP implementation 
is given in Table .

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X.  MONITORING, EVALUATION AND REPORTING 
 

69. Monitoring and Evaluation (M&E) are critical activities in involuntary resettlement in order to 
ameliorate problems faced by the DPs and develop amicable solution immediately in the 
interest of project. Monitoring is a periodic assessment of planned activities providing midway 
inputs. M&E apparatus gives necessary feedback of activity at the end of project assessing 
what was the plan of action and what actual achieved the target. 

 

70. Internal monitoring will be the responsibility of the ESMC and the implementing NGO. Internal 
monitoring will include: (i) administrative monitoring: daily planning, implementation, feedback 
and trouble shooting, individual DP file maintenance, and progress reports; (ii) socio-economic 
monitoring: baseline information for comparing D�3�¶�V�� �V�R�F�L�R-economic conditions, relocation, 
salvaging materials, community relationships, dates for consultations, and number of grievances 
placed; and (iii) impact evaluation monitoring: income restored, and socioeconomic conditions of 
affected persons. Monitoring and evaluation reports documenting progress on resettlement 
implementation and RP completion reports will be provided by the implementing NGO to the 
IPIU and after reviewing the report IPIU will submit the report to IPMU on monthly basis. The 
internal monitoring report will be submitted quarterly to the Asian Development Bank (ADB) by 
the IPMU. Monitoring will also ensure recording of AP views on resettlement issues; AP 
understanding of entitlement policies, options, and alternatives; site conditions; compensation 
valuation and disbursement; grievance redress procedures; and staff competencies. The 
implementing NGO will report its activity to IPIU on a monthly basis and the IPIU will send it to 
DSC for review. To review the field report of NGO, DSCs will help to IPIU, in the preparation of 
the quarterly progress report for ADB. DSC will forward to IPMU and IPMU will send it to ADB 
on a quarterly basis.
